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Along with his brother Peter, Andrew was a fisherman before he became a disci-
ple to Christ. As the story goes, Andrew is one of the lesser known disciples of 
Christ but, played a pivotal role in the expansion of Christôs church. His shield is 
depicted to the left of the altar; the shield of Andrew denotes the cross on which 
he ultimately died upon.  

 

In Acts, the twelve apostles are always listed in three groups of four individuals 

and the first of these groups listed are Peter, Andrew, James and John. The im-

portance of Andrew as the second listed tells historians that, Andrew was most 

likely the younger brother to Peter.  He is also thought to be one of the closest 

disciples to Jesus. However, in later scripture, Andrew is not listed to have seen 

the transfiguration of Jesus, which causes speculation to his relationship with 

Christ. While not much is known of Andrewôs death, historians believe he first 

was arrested in Greece, tortured, then followed by a crucifixion upon an ñXò 

shaped cross. It is also noted that like his brother, Peter, Andrew asked to be cru-

cified to a cross different than Jesus and so he was pinned to an ñXò shaped 

cross. He requested a different cross because he deemed himself unworthy to be 

crucified in the same manner as the Lord and savior.
